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About this release

The Information Services Division is releasing NHSScotland prescribing data in two
formats today - Practice level prescribing Open Data and a Prescribing dashboard.

Main Points

e The total number of items dispensed, in Primary Care, in June 2016 was 8.9 million,
an increase of 0.9% compared to June 2015. This is a continuation of a long
standing upward trend.

e The cost of items dispensed, in Primary Care, in June 2016 was £99.6 million, an
increase of 5.5% compared to June 2015. This is a continuation of a long standing
upward trend.

e A large proportion of this increase is due to the shift from hospital to provision
through community pharmacies. An example of this is the treatment of patients with
Hepatitis C.

e The prescribing dashboard (shown below) shows the highest-cost therapeutic areas
in terms of prescriptions in the community.

o Drugs used to manage diabetes was the highest-cost area of prescribing across
Scotland in June 2016 (total cost of items dispensed was £7.9 million).

o The second highest spend was on analgesics, for all severities of pain-relief |
(total cost of items dispensed was £6.5 million).

What are the highest cost therapeutic areas in terms of prescriptions in the community?
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Background

Data are extracted from the Prescribing Information System. This publication of open data
file will be the addition of June 2016 data in a separate file and shows details of items
prescribed in Scotland. Both publications will continue monthly as the data become
available. July 2016 data will be released in October 2016.

This release is classed as ‘experimental official statistics’ to denote their status as under
evaluation
